Our academic program is aligned with the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks in thoughtful and creative ways. Mount Everett has received several awards from US News & World Report. SBRSD received a US News and World Report Best High School Silver Medal in 2013, and Bronze Medals in 2014 and 2015.
We have a robust Robotics Program. The team has won the Massachusetts FIRST Tech Challenge Robotics Championship in 2013, 2014, and 2015. In 2015, our Robotics team, the Higgs Bots, traveled to the Robotics World Championships in St. Louis, and was ranked in the top 30 robotics teams in the world. Mount Everett has also started a Cyber Patriot Program for students interested in cyber security. 
Mount Everett also offers students a strong and creative Music and Theater program.  30% of our students participate in the music programs that is the greatest participation in the county by enrollment. We received 2019 designation as best community for music education. 50% of our graduates continue performing after graduation. 
Mount Everett has a strong Internship and work based learning program for juniors and seniors to take advantage of. This program helps connect students with career paths so that they can gain experience in the field. Helping student to better navigate their college and career readiness.

Advanced Placement courses are designed for students who excel in a subject and have demonstrated exceptional ability and motivation to do advanced level work. Students are expected to take College Board AP exams at the end of the course to earn credit for taking the Advanced Placement courses. 
Honors courses are designed for students with very strong academic ability, motivation, and study skills. 
College Prep courses are designed for students with solid academic ability that plan to enter a four-year degree program. Standard courses are similar to College Prep courses, but are presented at a slower pace. 
Topics courses are designed to meet the needs of students on Individualized Education Plans and allow students to work in a smaller group setting. 
Mount Everett also offers online courses through Edgenuity and Virtual High School to supplement curriculum that our students might have an interest in pursuing. 
Independent Studies are designed to be rigorous, research based, self-guided courses. An IS must be approved by the School Counseling office and Administration. 
Pathways
Mount Everett developed a pathway system to allow students to pursue content areas in a more in-depth and rigorous way. The goal of our pathway system is to give students an opportunity to focus on areas that they may be interested in pursuing as a career or college major.

Students must also meet Massachusetts Comprehensive Assessment System (MCAS) requirements set by the state of Massachusetts. Students are required to meet or exceed a score of 240 on English Language Arts and Mathematics MCAS. A score of 240 indicates proficiency in English Language Arts and Mathematics. If students does not meet or exceed the 240 benchmark, they have the opportunity to fulfill an Educational Proficiency Plan (EPP) for English Language Arts and/or Mathematics. EPP’s are designed to guide students in reaching proficiency in English Language Arts and/or Mathematics. Students are also required to meet or exceed a score of 220 on the Biology MCAS.
