GUIDELINES FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

A School Committee Meeting is a meeting of a government body at which members of the body
deliberate over public business, We welcome the attendance of members of the school district
community to view your School Committee as it conducts its regular business meeting.

Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 39 Section 23C governs public participation at open meetings of
municipal government bodies.

Chapter 39: Section 23C, Regulation of participation by public in open meetings

Section 23C. No person shall address a public meeting of a governmental body without
permission of the presiding officer at such meeting, and all persons shall, at the request of such
presiding officer, be silent. If, after warning from the presiding officer, a person persists in
disorderly behavior, said officer may order him to withdraw from the meeting, and, if he does
not withdraw, may order a constable or any other person to remove him and confine him in some
convenient place until the meeting is adjourned.

The School Committee believes that the school district community should have an opportunity to
comment to the Committee on issues that affect the school district and are within the scope of the
Committee’s responsibilities. Therefore the Committee has set aside a period of time at each School
Committee meeting to hear from the public. In addition, if the Committee believes that an issue requires
a dialogue with the school district community, the Committee may schedule a separate public hearing on
that issue.

Any citizen who wishes to make a presentation to the School Committee on an item which is of interest
to him/her and within the scope of the Committee’s responsibilities may request to be placed on the
agenda for a particular meeting. Such request should be in writing and should be received by the
Superintendent of Schools at least one week prior to the date of the meeting. Such request should
contain background statements which would explain the scope and intent of the agenda item. The Chair
of the Committee works with the Superintendent to formulate the meeting agendas. Together they will
determine whether or not to place an item on the agenda and if the item is to be taken up they will also
determine when to place an item on the agenda and all parameters to be required of the presenter.

Here are the general rules for the Committee’s public comment period:

1. Public Comment shall be for a period of 20 minutes and shall generally follow the opening of the
meeting. The Committee reserves the right to rearrange its agenda to accommodate scheduled
presenters.

2. Any citizen wishing to speak before the Committee shall identify themselves by name and address
and shall speak for no longer than 3 minutes. No citizen may speak more than once without
permission of the Chair. All citizens shall speak to the full Committee through the Chair and shall
not address individual members or administrators.

3. Individuals may address topics on the agenda, items specified for public comment, or items within
the scope of responsibility of the School Committee. The Chair shall rule out of order any individual
who fails to honor the guidelines or who addresses a matter inappropriate for public comment.

4. Any Committee member may direct questions to the speaker through the Chair in order to clarify
comments of the speaker.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT SCHOOL COMMITTEE MEETINGS

All regular and special meetings of the School Committee shall be open to the public. Executive sessions
will be held only as prescribed by the Statutes of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

The School Committee desires citizens of the District to attend its meetings so that they may become
better acquainted with the operations and the programs of our local public schools. In addition, the
Committee would like the opportunity to hear the wishes and ideas of the public.

In order that all citizens who wish to be heard before the Committee have a chance and to ensure the
ability of the Committee to conduct the District's business in an orderly manner, the following rules and
procedures are adopted:

L.

At the start of each regularly scheduled School Committee meeting, individuals or group
representatives will be invited to address the Committee. The Chairperson shall determine the
length of the public participation segment.

Speakers will be allowed three (3) minutes to present their material. The presiding Chairperson
may permit extension of this time limit.

Topics for discussion must be limited to those items listed on the School Committee meeting
agenda for that evening.

Improper conduct and remarks will not be allowed. Defamatory or abusive remarks are always
out of order. If a speaker persists in improper conduct or remarks, the Chairperson may
terminate that individual’s privilege of address.

All remarks will be addressed through the Chairperson of the meeting.

Speakers may offer such objective criticisms of the school operations and programs as concern
them, but in public session the Committee will not hear personal complaints of school personnel
nor against any member of the school community. Under most circumstances, administrative
channels are the proper means for disposition of legitimate complaints involving staff members.

Written comments longer than three (3) minutes may be presented to the Committee before or
after the meeting for the Committee members’ review and consideration at an appropriate time.

Status on S. Egremont School Project and Enrollment

Superintendent Regulbuto reported that there are six (6) students interested in attending South
Egremont next year.

Ms. Lartigue suggested that when families inquire about registering that all options be clear to
them. Ms. Regulbuto stated that all options, including transportation, were made available.
The registrations forms show that S. Egremont is open for EK/K.

Ms. Silvers asked if it was possible to get a tour of the building at the end of July.

Mr. Sears mentioned an article in the Berkshire Record that quoted the project manager stating
there was an issue of ADA repairs at the South Egremont School.

Mr. McGurn informed the school committee that they have initiated the process to apply for a
waiver for ADA for the school because it is an historical building. The town has also reapplied
for the funding to complete the ADA requirements. It is the town’s intention and commitment
to make sure the building is in compliance. Ms. Silvers inquired about lead paint.

Mr. Stewart stated that lead paint and ADA are two separate issues. The school committee in
consultation with the Superintendent can decide if the building is appropriate for the education
of young children with regard to lead paint. Ms. Silvers would like all options looked at.

Williams Paving for $153,130 for four courts (asphalt) they did not bid on the concrete
option.

RS Site and Sports for $280,000 for four courts (concrete alternate) did not bid on the
asphalt.

A lengthy discussion followed on the tennis court bids. Maryellen Brown would like to
reopen the bid process. Ms. Silvers suggested bringing it back to Building and Grounds

to reconsider and make a recommendation. Another meeting is scheduled for May 23™.

Ms. Lartigue moved that the SC send the tennis courts back to Building, Grounds and
Technology for reconsideration. Mr. Sears seconded the motion.

Further discussion ensued.
Ms. Lartigue then withdrew her motion.
Mr. Travis moved that the school committee reject the two bids and reopen the bid

process. Mr. Stewart seconded the motion. There was further discussion and the
motion was unanimously approved.

The chair of
the select board wants to request more candidates to come forward before appointing someone.

Program Overview

Mount Everett’s Global Education program offers great opportunities for students to engage in either
independent or collaborative learning experiences. Every year, our goal is to provide an opportunity for each
student to be included in an experience that will connect them to students around the world. Global Education at
Mount Everett is organized into four core categories: The World Education Alliance, Short-Term Exchange,
Long-Term Exchange, and Educational Travel. Connecting to a global network via exchange, immersed
collaboration, or travel, will allow students to bridge the gap between the abstract and the tangible world within
their reach. They will associate with peers from around the world with similar goals and interests, often leading
a parallel lifestyle likely not incongruent as they might previously have imagined.

The World Education Alliance

The WEA is an organization that aims to promote the exchange of ideas in the fields of education and culture. It
aims to share the excellence of cultural diversity and the benefits of sharing educational resources by the
collaboration among schools in different countries and regions. Members include schools from Hong Kong,
China, Germany, the US, South Korea, the UK, South Africa, Australia, India, and Spain. Through the WEA,
we have the opportunity to participate in an annual symposium with a concentrated themed program designed
and organized through round-table discussions.

Short-Term Exchange

Providing short-term exchange opportunities gives students a chance to share their cultural heritage, promote
global understanding, foster cultural appreciation, and practice leadership through stewardship. While abroad,
they can add the chance to be a cultural ambassador to the list. Incoming students expose the Mount Everett
student body to cultures they might not otherwise encounter.

Long-Term Exchange

We are fortunate to live in an ideal setting both geographically and culturally, that we hope is attractive to
students interested in long-term study. We hold SEVIS certification that allows us to grant visas to students who
attend our school for at least 6 months. Because of this in-house process, long-term exchange students will be
tuition-based, which will provide a supplemental revenue stream for our school and global ed program. Apart
from it being financially beneficial, there are other advantages perhaps more important.

“Hosting an exchange student is a rewarding experience for your whole family. You’ll learn about another
culture and language — without leaving home. You’ll start a life-long relationship with your new "son" or
"daughter," and when your student returns home you’ll have a friend in another country. If you have children,
they’ll gain a broader perspective on the world, learning more about geography, communication and
international cultures. You will be a citizen diplomat by creating positive impressions about America and
Americans, breaking stereotypes, and fostering mutual understanding and respect.”

Educational Travel

Every year Mount Everett provides a number of domestic and international travel opportunities. Our faculty
diligently works to make connections between curriculum and experience. Coupled with in-depth research in
individualized plans of study, the Global Education program gives students an edge in reaching the full
potential of their understanding of their chosen research topic, as well as a better understanding of themselves in
relation to the world around them. Students can earn credit pursuing a personally relevant body of knowledge.

Every facet of Mount Everett’s Global Education Program has the potential to instill a love of learning and
traveling. Our hope is that all students will be exposed to an experience that will inform and enlighten them.

Meeting Updates

e A Curriculum Subcommittee meeting has yet to be scheduled at this time.

e The next meeting of the Middle School Task Force is slated for Wednesday, June 13, 2018, at
3:15 PM in the Mount Everett library. Meetings with building and district administration also
have occurred in May to ensure the Middle School reconfiguration work continues this week year
into the next.

Fourth Annual Title I Summer Program

For four years running (Summer 2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018), we have offered a Title I reading program
for identified at-risk students at Undermountain Elementary during school hiatus. The objective of this
program is to prevent the summer slide effect, whereby students loose reading skills attained by the end of
the school year in June when they return in the fall.

Our program is again under the direction of three talented and dedicated, Wilson-trained teachers:
Christina Carlson (Year 4), JoAnn Gavrity (Year 4) and Liz O’Donnell (Year 2). The parents/guardians of
12 students who are currently in grades K and | have expressed interest in having their children
participate in the program. It will again be offered on Tuesdays through Thursdays from July 10 through
August 1, 2018. (We are not offering a session on Thursday, August 2 so that our Title I program
instructors may attend a training at Literacy Footprints Institute that day.)

The District provides transportation for students to UME for the 8:30 AM start with families picking up
their children at 11:30 AM in the UME lobby. The District funds all aspects of the program with the
federal Title I grant along with a gracious donation of daily snacks provided by the UME PTO.

As SBRSD’s Title I Director, I am very grateful that our teachers are willing to provide this valuable
instruction to students and am very proud of the impact that our summer program has had on their
development of their skills and confidence as early readers.

Botvin Life Skills

We plan to offer again during the 2018-19 school year the Botvin Life Skills Training Program in
partnership with the Berkshire County District Attorney’s Office. The Life Skills program for grades 3-7
will begin the week of December 3, 2018 for the first session and March 4, 2019, for the second.

This past year we had the privilege of offering training at NMC for grades 3 and 4 and at UME to grades
3-4-5-6. The program in grades 3-5 is an eight-week commitment while the grade 6 program is a 16-week
intensive that must begin in December to ensure completion due snow days and district closings.

Faculty and administration found this program well received by the students and an integral part of our
social-emotional learning resources for the past school year. We thank our trainers from the D.A.’s office:
Carol Mulcahy, Sherry Penna, Kim Blair, and Cindy Turner for their efforts and commitment to this
work. We also welcome the opportunity to offer this grade-specific, developmentally appropriate
curriculum again during the coming school year.
